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This year’s Hatfield Memorial Shoot, is in its 29th year, originally named the Kitty Hatfield Memorial Shoot in memory of Kitty Hatfield a founder club member of the club who sadly passed away from Leukaemia. When her husband Alan who was club treasurer died shortly after suffering a stroke, the shoot was renamed The Hatfield Memorial Shoot. In each of the years this shoot has been held all monies raised has gone to Leukaemia Research which has benefited to the sum of many thousands of pounds and will continue to do so in the future.

The round is a Double American for Senior and older junior archers (15 and above). To encourage other juniors we have introduced a unique “Double Hatfield” round for those aged 14 years and under shooting a recurve bow (or short Double Hatfield). This is not a standard ratified GNAS round and consists of 2½ doz. @ 40 yards, 2½ doz. @ 30 yards and 2½ doz @ 20 yards.

At the Hatfield Memorial Shoot we can offer the excellent venue of the Society of Old Brentwoods’ playing fields. This has a Club House not thirty yards from the shooting line with parking close to the field, licensed bar with general and disabled toilet facilities. Everyone over the years, whether archers or not have enjoyed themselves and we are sure that this will be the case in 2010.
