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For a bow design to excel for over
13 years speaks well of its quality
and performance. For sales and
popularity to continue increasing
after so long must make it unique.
But this is exactly what’s hap-
pened to the Perris Whitehart -
the hand-built tournament classic
from Perris Archery.

Look along the shooting line at
every major tournament in the
South-eastern counties, and Es-
sex in particular, and you cannot
help noticing how very popular
the Whitehart has become with
men, women and juniors ranging

_from raw beginners to Master

Bowmen and County team mem-
bers. Sometimes almost a third of
the bows on the line are
Whiteharts. For two seasons at
least, the bow has dominated the
award list in every recurve event
indoors and out. Success is far
from a local phenomenon - its
reputation for quality and relia-
bility has spread beyond Britain
and into Europe.

If ever there was a bow capable of helping the newcomer shoot with confidence,
the Whitehart is surely it. Simple to tune, sweet to draw and as forgiving as a re-
curve can be, the bow is also a pleasure to shoot. Perhaps this “feel” is the best rea-
son of all to test a Whitehart before choosing any other top-class tournament bow.
It’s very uncommon to hear an archer say that he “can’t get on” with a Whitehart.

The majority of owners simply describe it as the best
bow they've ever shot. And their scores prove it.
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The Whitehart is a take-down tournament recurve bow with an aluminium
alloy handle and detachable laminated glassfibre limbs. Special design features
that enhance control and accuracy while maintaining high efficiency include:

1) ultra-stable limb and handle geometry
2) proportional handle and limb length ratios

This unique engineering approach is obvious in the distinctive recurve and deflex angles
(hencc i 3onerous bracing height compared to other bows 5f siitilar length), and by
the bottom limb which is slightly longer than the top. In addition to their excellent
shooting performance, the limbs are dynamically balanced to give maximum nocking
point stability during release and follow through. Balanced limbs are not only more
accurate and efficient, but also reduce the need for tuning. Arrow matching tends to be
less critical as well.

These are excellent by any recurve
standardse.
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Whitehart limbs are hand-built in Britain from selected cores laminated with
high-performance Bjorn or Gordon glassfibre. The archer has the option of
white or black glass according to preference. Colour has n~ effect on shooting
performance. The bow may be shot with Dacron, Kevlar, Fast Flight or
Dyneema strings, and with aluminium or carbonfibre arrows.

To complement the limb design, the handle section is immensely strong and accu-
rate. First the raw casting is checked for strength and straightness. Then it is clamped
in a jig so that the limb pockets and bolt holes can be milled and tapped to ensure precise
alignment. Noi viiiy do the original limbs fit perfectly, but the process c.isures that
accuracy is maintained if you should change limbs in the future. This is not true of most
other tournament recurves, including some of the most expensive.

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Tests and reviews are inevitably subjcc-
tive due to the vast differences in arch-
ers’ skills, preferences and requirements.
Only after a bow has been around for
many years does a consensus emerge, as
it has with the Whitehart.

In East Anglia and the South-east of
England where the Whitehart has taken
a major slice of the target market, it's
become unusual to hear comments about
the bow’s accuracy and quality. They
are simply accepted as being of the very
highest order. It's almost as if archers
see no point in pursuing this aspect of
the bow any further. The Whitehart’s
most discussed features are superior
shooting “feel”, plus the confidence of
knowing that Tony and Suzanne Preston
are always on hand with advice and
service. You are not foreed to -leal with
agents who represent manufacturers
based on the other side of the world!

But however great a bow’s reputa-
tion might be, the archer’s big question
is - “What’s in it for me?” Ask the hun-
dreds of delighted Whitehart owners
what they think, and they'll tell you -
Better shooting.

Is it the slim, comfortable hand grip?
Easy arrow matching and simple tun-
ing? Highly stable and forgiving bow
geometry? First class construction? The
sweet, stack-free draw perhaps? You'll
hear all kinds of opinions on what ex-
actly makes this bow better to shoot. The
truth probably lies in a blend of techni-
cal factors that contribute to the re-
nowned shooting characteristics.

A Whitehart feels just right from pre-
draw all the way to follow-through. A
bow that feels right automatically in-
creases your confidence..... which in turn
leads to higher scores and greater satis-
faction. Perhaps that is the secret of the
Whitehart’s success.

The only sure way is to try it and see.
Talk to Suzanne and Tony Preston.
Arrange a demeonstration and trial on
the Perris range to see and feel for your-
self exactly what makes the Whitehart
so special. Chances are, you'll be keen to
place an order there and then. Espe-
cially when you know the price. The
Whitehart costs less than comparable
tournament bows. Supplied with limb
TFC's.

CARECN ARROW SELECTION
Any archer who buys arrows of any type without trying them beforehand is asking
for trouble. A selection chart can do no more than identify the shafts that will
probably suit your draw length and poundage. Even with aluminium arrows it is
quite common to be forced to choose between at least two shafts. Only by
shooting both can you determine which is better.

With carbon shatfts, the options are even wider. For example, would a stiffer
shaft and heavy point give higher scores than a slightly more flexible shaft and
standard point? What is the best type of fletching? (Spin Wings do NOT suit every
archer!) And just to make your decisions even more difficult, Easton have
announced that ACE arrows tend to be ma:2 torgiving of errors if the paradox
effect is deliberately increased. How would that tuning set-up work for you?

Come to Perris and get some impartial advice on selection and tuning. Try a
range of shafts and points to discover exactly the combination that suits you best.
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
